16,500 square foot addition. 
This will double the size of the 
existing museum. 

According to Building Depart-
ment project manager, Dave 

Jeffrey, “The biggest challenge 
for this project will be the fire 
sprinkler system. Because of 
new State fire regulations, the 
entire 33,000 square feet of 
space will have to have 
sprinklers.” 

The celebration was topped off 
with the firing of several shots 
from cannons in the museum’s 
collection.

In Gothenburg, Superintendent 
Shane Schutte has been erecting 
the pre-engineered metal building on 
the addition to the physical therapy 
building at the Gothenburg Hospital.   
The roof should be installed on this 
building by early February. 

Superintendent Tim Dean has begun 
work in Edison on the new fertilizer 
and ag chemical facility for Ag Valley 
Coop. His arrival in Edison was 
greeted by the ice and snow storm, 
so progress on this building has 
been a struggle. We will continue to 
plug away, as the building on this 
project needs to be up by March 10, 
2007. 

In Kearney, Superintendent Terry 
Brand has begun construction on 
the addition for the Kearney Eye 
Institute. Weather has also been an 
issue on this project, but some 
progress is being made.   

The work continues on the new silo 
at the Ash Grove cement facility in 
Cozad. Superintendent Jim Hatcher 
and crew have installed the 430 
cubic yard footing for the silos and 
will be working on placing the 
concrete approaches to the silos.
